Agency Description and Programs

Section 73-17-9, Mississippi Code of 1972, established the Board of Nursing Home Administrators. The Board is a
special fund agency with licensing fees as its major source of revenue. The Board administers both national and
state examinations. The Board consists of seven-members appointed by the Governor in addition to the State

Health Officer or his designee.

1. Licensure and Regulation

This program develops and imposes the standards for licensure, issuing the licenses to qualified individuals,
establishing procedures, and making sure they are carried-out, and ensuring that licensed individuals are complying
with the standards. On-going studies, investigations, and programs are conducted to increase the proficiency of

administrators of nursing home facilities.
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
