Agency Description and Programs

House Bill 822 of the 1999 Regular Legislative Session created the Board on County Jail Officers Standards and
Training. The objective of this Board is to ensure that county jail officers are selected according to high standards.
Once selected, the Board ensures that these candidates have the best preparation feasible to enable them to carry
out their duties in a manner that protects the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of this state. Revenues for
this agency are now derived from General Funds due to Law Enforcement Standards and Training Board being
converted to General Funds upon the passage of Senate Bill 2362, the Mississippi Budget Transparency and

Simplification Act of 2016.

Effective July 1, 2019, Board on County Jail Officer Standards and Training will be consolidated under the umbrella
of the Office of Public Safety Planning. Therefore, no additional funding is being requested for Fiscal Year 2020
under this agency number (741-00).
