Agency Description and Programs

Section 73-13-5, Mississippi Code of 1972, established the Board of Engineers and Land Surveyors. The Board's
mission is to safeguard life, health, and property and to promote the public welfare by licensing qualified
individuals and by disciplining those found to be in violations of state laws, rules, and regulations with regard to the
professions of engineering and surveying. The Board consists of nine-members and funded entirely through fees
from the issuance of licenses, license renewals, and examinations.

1. Licensure and Regulation
This program enforces state laws, rules, and regulations governing the practices of engineering and surveying
through applications, verifications, licensing, detailed reviews, investigations, hearings, and disciplinary actions.
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
