Agency Description and Programs

Senate Bill 2360 of the 2001 Regular Legislative Session enacted the Mississippi Professional Massage Therapy Act. 
That Act created the Board of Massage Therapy to preserve and protect individual life and health, promote the 
public interest and welfare by providing for the registration of massage therapists and assuring public safety. The 
Board was authorized to promulgate rules and regulations to carry out the provisions of the Act and provide for the 
registration of Massage Therapists.

     This program evaluates the qualifications of new applicants for registration under the Massage Therapy Act and 
issues certificates of registration to those applicants meeting all requirements for registration.
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
