Agency Description and Programs

Section 7-9-70, Mississippi Code 1972, provides the provisions for the funding establishing an appropriation to the 
Fire Fighters Memorial Burn Center. During the 2005 Second Extraordinary Session, this law was amended to allow 
the State Department of Health to use funds in the Mississippi Burn Care Fund (MBCF) to reimburse medical care 
for burn victims in the state trauma system.
